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Abstract:

It is a primary concern for Japanese language teachers to present grammar
and vocabulary in the easiest way possible for the learners to understand
and retain. The author argues that the most helpful way is to present the
core concept of the item in question first, before approaching it from the
structural point of view. This may especially be true when dealing with
item(s) which many learners find confusing.

In this paper the effectiveness of teaching the core concept is tested by
using moo and mada, which are items often confused by learners. First,
the core concepts of moo and mada are discussed, followed by the
presentation of a model to teach these concepts effectively. The
effectiveness of the model was tested in a classroom setting. The results
indicate positive effects of the use of core concepts on learners’ under—
standing and retention.
