Future audio-visual material development in Japanese language education:
Suggestions from a survey on video teaching at high school and

uiversity leveles in the United States
This papcr presents the results of a survey conducted in an attempt to find out the needs for video
materials in Japancse language teaching at high school and university levels, Instructors at both levels
in the United States were asked to give frank opinions about and wishes for vidco materials and
tecaching. Their opinions and wishes mainly fall into three arcas: 1) contents of video matcerials, 2)
concerns about Icarncrs, and 3) concerns about the instructors themsclves. The findings will hopefully
provide suggestions for future audio-visual material development to accommodate learners whose
backgrounds and interests are growing wider in range now than in the past.
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
